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Until the 16th century, what is now known as Bolivia was part of several South American
empires. In 1543, the area was conquered by Spain. In the 19th century, the country
achieved independence and was named Bolivia after military leader Simon Bolivar. Since
that time, the country has suffered nhumerous coups. A democracy was established in 1982;
however, leaders have faced difficulties rooted in poverty, social unrest, and illegal drug
production, all of which lead to injustice and the disintegration of the moral fabric of
society. The Church of the Nazarene, established in Bolivia in 1945, has a significant role to
play in addressing these problems. As you will read in the story that follows, there is a great
movement among young people who are responding to God’s call on their lives to actively
participate in the transformation of Bolivian society.
