Self-evaluation
T here is a word of great wisdom in P aul’s sum­

mary of the results of consecration in  Romans 12:3: 
“For I say, through the grace given un to  me, to 
every m an that is among you, not to th ink  of 
himself more highly than he ought to think; bu t 
to th ink soberly, according as God hath  dealt to 
every m an the measure of faith .”

W e have all m et the extremes to be found in 
this m atter of self-evaluation. We have m et the 
individual who apparently thinks most highly of 
himself. H is favorite pronoun is the m iddle letter 
of the word “sin,” the always dom inating “I .” His 
capacity to absorb flattery is endless, and his self- 
assurance is seemingly w ithout lim it.

T h en  we have met the individual who deals 
chiefly in self-depreciation. He sometimes confuses 
this with hum ility, and imagines that because he 
asserts his inferiority he autom atically proves free­
dom from pride.

W hat needs to be seen is that both self-exaltation 
and self-depreciation are shoots from the same root, 
two sides to the same coin. T h a t root or coin is 
self. W hen self is the center, what Paul asks be­
comes impossible. E ither self-exaltation or self­
depreciation inevitably follows.

I t  is only when self is lost in Christ th a t its true
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evaluation becomes possible. Freedom from self­
preoccupation enables us to view ourselves objec­
tively. But when self gets in the way, then all is 
thrown out of focus. You can cover the sun with 
a penny, if you get it close enough to your eye.

I t is im portan t that we get a proper understand­
ing of our own strengths and weaknesses. It will 
cure both egotism and bogus hum ility. I t will save 
us from both presum ption and the paralysis of ef­
fort. W hen we see our strengths, we will recognize 
that in them we have noth ing of which to boast, 
for w hat have any of us that we have not received? 
W hen we see our weaknesses, we will tu rn  to the 
Source of help and battle them with som ething of 
the confidence of Paul, “I can do all things through 
Christ which strengtheneth m e” (Philippians 4:13). 
If “the greatest of faults is to be conscious of none,” 
the next greatest is to be unconscious of the re­
sources God has given us in dealing with our 
personal problems.

But again, the key to all true self-evaluation is 
to get “self” ou t of the way. Many of us have 
m isunderstood entirely the m eaning of our Lord’s 
saying, “If any m an will come after me, let him 
deny himself, and take up  his cross, and follow 
m e” (M atthew 16:24). We have thought of self- 
denial as the sacrifice of som ething we really didn’t 
care much about anyway. I t is almost impossible 
to miss it more completely.

“T o  deny” as here used means “ to deny utterly, 
to abjure, to affirm  that one has no connection 
w ith.” You can see the strength of the word if 
you consider th a t this was the same term  Jesus 
used to describe Peter’s denial in the courtyard of 
the high priest’s house, and the denial before the 
angels in heaven of those who deny Christ on 
earth. I t  is to ru le  ou t or obliterate self as a factor 
for consideration.

Such denial of self is the prelude to its crucifixion. 
T he cross to be taken is not the "cross” of minor 
irritations o r annoyances, bu t an instrum ent of 
death. “O ur old m an is crucified with him  [Christ], 
that the body of sin m ight be destroyed” (Romans 
6 :6), says Paul, and adds his testimony: “I am 
crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not 
I, bu t Christ liveth in me: and the life which I 
now live in  the flesh I live by the faith of the 
Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for 
m e” (Galatians 2:20).

God, . . . calleth those things which be not as 
though they were (Rom ans 4:17). T he  same verse 
in The A m plif ied  N ew  Testament  reads: “God . . . 
speaks of the non-existent things th a t (He has 
foretold and promised) as if they already existed.” 

This is the faith  of God. W hat H e wills to be, 
He declares— H e reckons as done. T here  can be 
no doubt that H e fully believes w hat H e wills, 
foresees, and declares in His W ord, w hether of 
promise or of prophecy. T h e  faith  of God reckons 
His W ord fulfilled and “calleth those things which 
be not as though they were."

W hat our Father longs to share with His chil­
dren, for one thing, is His own faith. First C orin­
thians 12:9 lists “fa ith” as one of the gifts of the 
Spirit. T h a t which He possesses H e gives to those 
who will be really His. One of the fruits of the 
Spirit is faith, and Paul said, “I live by the faith of 
the Son of G od” (Galatians 2:20). H e was beyond 
living by weak, wavering hum an faith  and lived 
now by divine faith— “the faith  of the Son of G od.” 

This is that which God gives by the Holy Spirit, 
a steadfast, working principle, “faith  which work- 
eth by love” (G alatians 5:6). T he one who ex­
periences this reckons as the Father reckons, not 
according to sight, b u t according to G od’s W ord. 
The “faith of G od” is, then, not to believe that 
the fulfillm ent of His will and W ord shall be clone, 
but to reckon it as done. “If we know that he hear 
us, . . . we know that we have the petitions . . .” 
(I John 5:15).

W ith this kind of faith the Lord Jesus could 
reckon (before C alvary), “Now is the . . . prince 
of this world . . . cast o u t” (John 12:31). H e de­
clared the full overthrow and bind ing  of Satan 
as He foresaw the victory at the Cross and the 
tomb. It was there He “spoiled principalities and 
powers, . . . made a shew of them openly, triu m p h­
ing over them in it [the Cross]” (Colossians 2:15) . 
So then, real faith is not to believe that God will 
defeat the enemy, b u t that He has defeated him, 
and reckon accordingly.

For example, when we recognize the work of the 
enemy in bringing m ental fog or w andering 
thoughts when we try to pray or read the W ord, 
it is gloriously possible by an act of the Avill and

an act of faith to reckon him  defeated, declaring, 
“I will believe and reckon upon Christ’s finished 
work. T he  devil is defeated according to G od’s 
W ord. I reckon w hat God reckons.” Of course 
this will not work if Satan cometh and findeth 
anything in you for a foothold. But if there is a 
total renunciation of all the will, word, and work 
of the adversary, he will flee before the Sword of 
the Spirit wielded by faith. Dear heart, reckon as 
God reckons and not as men. Satan is a defeated 
foe. Declare this and shout the victory.

T he  sinner should also see this tru th . Christ 
Jesus “gave himself a ransom for a ll” (I T im othy 
2:6). The price has been paid; His blood was 
shed for the remission of sins. God reckons it as 
done, for H e says, “Being now justified by his 
blood” (Rom ans 5:9). As soon as a repentant sin­
ner reckons as God reckons, he is saved— “justified 
by fa ith”— that is, if he will really give his heart to 
the Lord.

Look further now. As a Spirit-born Christian, 
have you come to realize that you and your own 
nature are contrary to and at enmity with God? 
W ith Paul you can say, “T o  will is present with 
me; bu t how to perform  . . .  I find no t” (Romans 
7:18). “I am carnal, . . . lor what I would, that 
do I not; bu t what I hate, that do I. . . .  O wretched 
m an that I am! who shall deliver me . . .  I thank 
God through Jesus Christ our Lord” (Romans 7: 
14-25). Paul found glorious victory, ongoing, in ­
creasing victory, as many have, when he began to 
reckon as God reckoned.

W hat is the answer? “Knowing  this [because 
God reckons it so], that our old man is [the original 
Greek says hy/s] crucified with him  [Christ]” (R o­
mans 6:6). T he  answer is death—crucifixion— 
and God declares that He reckons us crucified 
with Christ. “God, . . . calleth those things which 
be not as though they were,” reckons the Adam 
nature crucified, dead, and buried in Christ and 
with Christ. “Likewise reckon ye also yourselves 
to be dead indeed un to  sin, bu t alive un to  G od” 
(Rom ans 6:11).

By an act of the will and an act of faith a fully 
yielded soul can take a faith position upon G od’s 
W ord, declaring, “I will and I do reckon that
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Christ has done il— ii was done in  C hrist’s death— 
I believe I was crucified when Christ was crucified. 
Therefore I reckon myself ‘to be dead indeed un to  
sin.’ ‘If one died for all, then were all dead’ (II Co­
rinthians 5:11). T he  Father identified us w ith the 
Son in His death; therefore I choose to reckon the 
same identification.”

My witness to this word is that, when the Holy 
Spirit illum ined this tru th  to the w riter and  faith 
reckoned it done at the Cross by Christ’s death, 
som ething took place w ithin, an inner death to 
self-will. Years of trying to believe th a t the Holy 
Spirit had come had been very disappointing to

say the least. All earnest consecrating and  exer­
cising faith  were largely fruitless; b u t when faith  
reckoned on G od’s W ord and  C hrist’s redem ptive 
work, declaring th a t I in myself could no t “die o u t” 
bu t th a t Christ had  done it in H is death, the fire 
fell. H allelujah!

From that day there has been the presence of the 
victorious Christ living out m ore and  m ore of His 
life, giving His peace, His joy, His love, and His 
holiness—yes, His faith; faith  th a t reckons as God 
reckons and keeps on u n til the Holy Spirit makes 
reckoning to be fact— all because our Lord Jesus 
finished redem ption’s work a t the Cross.

Traiii up  a child in the way he should go: and  
when he is old, he will not depart from it (Proverbs 
22:6) .
T H E  SP IR IT U A L  T R A IN IN G  of teen-agers is, of 
course, very im portant; bu t do church school teach­
ers and  parents fully realize how early the learning 
of Christianity starts?

I received a letter from a grandm other a few days 
ago, and it was an  eye opener as to how much  chil­
dren take in— long before we should suppose they 
had the ability to understand “ the deep things.” 
She was w riting about her five-year-old grandchild, 
and it was amazing to me how much he absorbed 
about Jesus and the Christian way of life—right 
in  the home.

Oftentim es religion, for the very young, is more 
caught than taught. T h a t particular child has par­
ents who practice holiness in heart and life, and 
little “Johnny” isn’t slow to learn.

T he  grandm other’s let ter described about how 
Johnny had been to the post office with his lather, 
and how they had seen a “Mr. Jones” going through 
town. On Johnny’s re tu rn  from the trip  he told his 
grandm other: “Daddy and I saw Mr. Jones near 
the post office.”

T h e  little boy continued: “Mr. Jones doesn’t go 
to our  church." T h e  grandm other responded: “No. 
He goes to the M ethodist church.” Johnny said:

“1 d id n ’t know what church he went to, but lie 
belongs to the Lord.” W hat a testimony—given by 
so small a child!

T he prayer life of the small child means so much 
to him  too. T he  grandm other’s letter went on to 
say: “Last Tuesday, Johnny  forgot to pray for his 
m other, who was teaching th a t day in rcleased-time 
Bible classes. So I rem inded him  of the omission. 
He was quick to add th a t petition. T hen  he prayed 
for the missionaries, and so on. At the close he 
looked up  in to  my face, w ith a heavenly light on 
his brow: ‘I d id n ’t forget any th ing that time, did I?’ 

“O ften he begins prayer w ith the words, ‘Our 
Heavenly Father in heaven.’ Johnny delights to 
conduct ‘church’ by the hour in his home. One 
time when he was doing so at my home lie closed 
the prayer w ith ‘as we go our several ways.’ (He 
hears our pastor use that expression qu ite  often.) ” 

Small children are so im itative that it does be­
hoove Christian parent.', lo “walcli and pray"— 
always; lo r they arc so desirous for their children 
that Jesus’ way is the way they are to walk, and a 
child absorbs so much in a Christian home! In tin 
home referred to above, with holiness unto the 
Lord  emphasized, I shall be surprised if eventually 
one of the children there does not grow up  to be a 
full-time Christian worker. Christianity in word 
and deed, seven days a week, does mean so much! 
“Evangelism First”—in the home—counts for 
eternity.
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I am a stranger in the earth (Psalms 119:19). 
THIS was the cry of the Psalmist, and m an has 
ilways been a stranger in  the earth. All of his 
efforts to make him self a t home, however successful 
they have been for a little  while, have been futile 
in the long run.

Were it possible for one to feel utterly  at home 
in this world, then the red daw n would have 
touched men as does the kind ling  of a campfire; 
the mountains would have seemed b u t the walls of 
a garden; the stars would have u ttered  in  their 
own eloquent way the message as the lam plight in 
a cottage window. B ut m an has ever been lonely 
and homeless in  the dawn. If the stars are lamps 
for us, they are only for our pilgrim  progress and 
to light a pathway.

Perhaps one of ou r greatest perils of today is 
making much of ou r bodies and  little  of ou r souls; 
much of the outw ard things of life and little  of the 
inward; much of the hour and little  of eternity. 
The appearance and  sense of being strangers in 
the earth has always m arked the lives of the saints.

I am tired of hearing people talk about restating 
our position and adapting our message to the age 
in which we live. T hey are talking as though the 
price of discipleship were some primrose path. 
Perhaps the Church is already too m uch at home 
in the world, if we are just pilgrim s and strangers 
going through. Some look like they are well on the 
way to becoming naturalized. W e talk too m uch 
about meeting m en on their own ground and  u n ­
derstanding the spirit of the age; keeping abreast 
of the times.

There may be a little  tru th  or little  need of it, 
but there is not in all of this p u t together enough 
to save a lost world. T here  are some who would 
have the Church sit at the feet of successful busi­
nessmen, as though the N u m b er  One  need of the

Church rould be picked up in the head office of a 
smart, hustling firm, even though the men m ight 
not know God.

I t is no t this world we need to know better— 
it is the o ther world. I t is m en full of faith and 
the Holy Ghost whom we need to lead this Chris­
tian crusade. I t  is no t the language of the street we 
need to master, b u t it is the language of the King­
dom where H e reigns supreme, whose voice has the 
music and the throb of many waters.

We need to move with a surer step, a keener 
vision, a warm er heart am idst all things eternal. 
T he sick and the dying, the heartbroken and the 
desolate, the burdened and the oppressed will not 
find in our easy up-to-dateness anything to en­
courage them to trust us with one confession of 
spiritual difficulty or one precious secret of hope, 
or fear, or sorrow.

T he  real stranger in the earth is the only m an 
who never loses his way. I t  is to him  that m en 
have ever come in  their confusion and despair. I t 
is the pilgrim  of the faith who has the only avail­
ing mission to this w orld’s deepest bitterness and 
unbelief.

W hen we can touch heaven w ith one hand firm ­
ly, W’e can also lay the other hand firmly on a lost 
world. Of course if we lose our grip on God we 
will fail, and if we lose our grip on the lost world, 
men will slip through our fingers and be lost.

W e are never so near the world in  the one way 
in which it is worthw hile being near it as in those 
precious hours when all b u t God and heaven is 
touched w ith strangeness for us, and when the 
heart w ithin us knows, as it  knows noth ing else, 
that it seeks a city ou t of sight.

W e need to keep the music of the pilgrims ring­
ing in m en’s hearts to make it impossible for them 
to settle down and gain comfort from the hour, or 
forget the venture of faith, or the crusade for 
righteousness. W e m ust no t try to bu ild  a com­
fortable house here, for we scarcely have time to 
pitch a tent. I t  does not take long to live a life.

W e need to p u t men in  touch w ith the eternal 
world of love, tru th , and peace where the rainbow 
never fades, where a tear never falls, where a heart­
ache never comes, and  where there are no graves 
on the hillsides of glory.

Christ is a beautiful Example. H e was in  touch 
with the world and in  sympathy with the world, 
and many of the in terruptions became the moments 
of His greatest ministry. H e was gracious, patient, 
self-sacrificing, accessible in  the world b u t a t home 
in the heavenly places too. H e used words that 
were fam iliar and simple, and spoke of things men 
saw about Him , bu t His words always took men 
beyond the thought of home, field, bread, or neigh­
bor. In  fact, no m an ever spake as H e spake, which 
reveals that H e came from God and went to God. 
Over the lives of all who love H im , H e seems to
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have w ritten these words, “They arc not of the 
world, even as I am not of the w orld” (John 17:1G).

W hile a Christian is to have beauty of character 
and integrity of conduct, yet on beyond that too, 
we m ight po in t ou t that he is on a journey and the

destination gives him  courage and patience. One 
can spare a great deal on a journey. As one used 
to pu t it, “I t  is easy passing milestones when you 
are going hom e.” No road is too rough th a t leads 
to heaven.

“W H A T ’S W R O N G  with going to the shows?”
Ever-increasing num bers of young people are 

asking this question. W ith  the widespread use 
of old films on TV , an easier conscience on the 
evils of the Hollywood-type movie has developed. 
G reater social pressures are pu t on our young 
people as more persuasive and compelling argu­
ments on the “cultural advantage” of the movies 
are set forth. T he attacks on the historic stand 
of the church against the evils of this en terta in ­
m ent m edium  have increased in both num ber and 
intensity.

“T he movies aren’t what they used to be,” it is 
argued; “ there are many more religiously bent 
movies than before, and Hollywood is m aking a t­
tempts to bring a higher quality dram a to  the 
public.” Do you really believe that? You don’t 
have to go to the movies to find out w hether the 
“leopard has changed his spots,” either.

T h e  “Oscar” awards for the best in Hollywood 
personnel and production are presented each year. 
T he  report of the 1961 awards by U PI in  the 
M inneapolis Star  helps one to find the answer to 
the question, “Have the movies changed their 
moral tone?”

Says U PI, "All of the top winners [actors, actress­
es, and pictures] were involved in  rascality and 
sex.” T he  leading actress, who in her own per­
sonal life has been “beset by tragedy and scandal 
in  recent years,” played “a girl of easy virtues with 
many lovers,” as she “h it the zenith of her career.”

T h e  best actor gained his award for the ou t­
standing perform ance of “a hell-raising preacher 
who specialized in seducing women.” Supporting 
role awards were made to a young woman for her 
portrayal of an “out-and-out prostitu te” ; and  a

m an whose job  it was to "provide girls for the 
gladiators.” All of the awards were based on cur­
rent films depicting loose morals, prostitu tion, in ­
fidelity, and satire on religion.

N ot even for the "sake of a r t” can these debasing 
characterizations and productions be adjudged 
“decent.” One who chooses to sit for two hours 
and view such m oral filth  cannot be free from 
having his m ind and heart sprayed by its poison. 
If we are to be Christian, we m ust understand 
that we are to shun the very “appearance of evil,” 
and, as the Apostle Paul fu rther admonishes, 
“W hatsoever things are true, . . . honest, . . . just, 
. . . pure, . . . lovely, . . .  of good report; if there 
be any virtue, and  if there be any praise, think 
on these things” (Philippians 4 :8).

I t does no t take a m asterm ind to realize that 
Hollywood’s movie offerings are based upon the 
desires of the people m easured in terms of box- 
office appeal. In  the above award selections, the 
reception by the viewing public in terms of dollars 
and cents that crossed the ticket windows played 
a significant part in determ ining w hether they were 
worthy of consideration. I t is reasonable to ask 
whether an industry that has been faced with eco­
nomic chaos due to T V  com petition will easily 
give up  w hat is m orally reprehensible b u t finan­
cially successful. N ot for a m inute! Sex exploitation 
has been a num ber one draw ing card since the 
inception of the theater; and so long as there is 
hum an sinfulness, it will rem ain the m ajor attrac­
tion of the theater.

So you’d like to go to the movies! If you would, 
then reflect upon the kind of person you are, or 
will be, as you saturate yourself in the moral pol­
lu tion  that pours forth from the silver screen.

SALT CO NTENT

T O  the unregenerate m ind it would 
seem a b it of braggadocio for professing 
Christians to claim  th a t they are the 
salt of the earth. T h e  tragic tru th  is, 
all too little  evidence can be found to 
testify in favor of the “salt’s” effectiveness in m od­
ern society. T hough  there is a general acceptance 
of the Christian religion, yet percentagewise the 
"salt” is becoming less effective.

T h a t a few righteous persons are in tru th  the 
preserving factor in  any culture otherwise going to 
smash is illustrated many times in  the sacred Scrip­
tures. T he  Lord agreed w ith A braham  to spare 
the cities of the plain if H e could find even ten 
righteous persons am ong the seething masses of 
degenerate hum anity. Likewise the W ord of God 
reveals that in  the last days of this w orld’s existence 
all flesh w ould be destroyed except for the “elect’s 
sake.” God always has a rem nant. Of a tru th , He 
still has His seven thousand who have not bowed 
the knee to godless m aterialism  nor worshiped at 
the shrine of intem perate indulgences. But what 
of the vast throng of o ther “believers”?

W hen our Lord said: “Ye are the salt of the 
earth,” H e hastened to add: “But if the salt have 
lost his savour, wherewith shall it be salted? it is 
thenceforth good for nothing.”

Let’s face it, friend. In  spite of the up-trend 
in church attendance and the current popularity 
of religious exercises, society is feeling little  in ­
fluence and effect from the lives of the would-be 
salt. Evangelist Billy G raham  readily testifies that, 
though God has moved greatly in  evangelistic 
meetings, yet we are no t seeing real revival. T he 
fact remains, m uch of the salt is becoming so 
diluted and weakened th a t it has no strength to 
lend savor to the soup.

T he Church is being infiltra ted  by subtle ter­
mites that will infect many a C hristian’s life in 
the last days. Jesus warns us: “T ake heed to your­
selves, lest at any time your hearts be overcharged 
[weighed down] w ith surfeiting, and drunkenness, 
and cares of this life, and so that day come upon 
you unawares [suddenly]” (Luke 21:34).

Jesus said th a t our lives are to be different. But 
are they? “W hy take ye thought for raim ent?” 
And yet we have to get on the band wagon of every 
new fad and fashion th a t hits the m arket. “Lay

not up for yourselves treasures upon earth ,” but 
we invest in ever more elaborate homes, gadgets, 
and gimmicks. We can recite the baseball scores 
of our favorite team, bu t we can’t remem ber the 
references to a half dozen scripture passages. W e’re 
just too tired to go to prayer meetings, bu t not too 
tired to stay up  and see the “late show” on TV.

T his is not a m atter for the judging of other 
people. T his is a m atter for one’s personal soul 
searching. All too often the one who judges his 
brother in one th ing is grossly wrong in his pleas­
urable indulgence of a ttitud inal sins. T he old 
spiritual has a lot of tru th  for all of us in these 
days—

N o t my brother, nor my sister,
B u t  it’s me, O Lord,
Standin’ in the need of prayer.

T his kind of self-examination isn’t altogether 
pleasant, b u t it can be mighty profitable. W e must 
beware lest we be swept off our feet by the modern 
“Positive T h ink ing  C ult.” G od’s W ord pulls no 
punches: Examine yourselves, whether ye be in 
the faith (II C orinthians 13:5). It is bad always 
to go around feeling one’s pulse, bu t a good check­
up  now and then may prevent spiritual suicide.

“Salt!” I t  adds up  to this: If I can rub shoul­
ders with people on a bus, or walk with them  on 
the street, or converse with them  in a restaurant, 
and feel no pangs of compassion for their souls’ 
salvation, som ething is wrong with my personal 
experience.

But what can I do about it if I do seem to have 
an indifferent a ttitude towards others? Jesus clear­
ly indicates that we can do absolutely nothing 
w ithout H im . We cannot be “salt” unless we abide 
in Him . T o  be sanctified is a blessed experience. 
But the sanctified life is like an insurance policy: 
you cannot m ain tain the coverage unless you keep 
up  the premiums.

We cannot m ain tain  the sanctified life (the life 
that causes us to be witnesses—Acts 1:8) and 
neglect the W ord of God. Jesus said: “Now ye 
are clean through the word which I have spoken 
un to  you” (John 15:3). I t is spiritual suicide to 
try to run  on the “spoon-fed” portions we get from 
preacher or teacher on Sunday alone.

We cannot abide in Christ in sincerity and tru th  
unless we slacken our m ad pace of “activities” and 
learn to sit at His feet in devotion every day. We 
m ust take time to be holy; we’ll never f ind  time. 
Unless we practice the presence of Christ, unless 
we live in  the W ord of God, our lives will be 
salt that has lost its “savour” as the “care of this 
world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the 
w ord” and wTe thereby become “un fru itfu l.”

For our own souls’ happiness, and for the sal­
vation of m ankind, le t’s trim  anything from our 
lives that puts a drag on a clear testimony. T hen  
wre will be, in tru th , the salt of the earth.

What saith my lord unto his servant? A n d  the 
captain of the Lord's host said unto Joshua, Loose 
thy shoe from off thy foot; for the place whereon 
thou standcst is holy. A nd  Joshua did so (Joshua 
5:14-15).

T he Passover celebrated by Joshua and the chil­
dren of Israel on the plains of Jericho, im m edi­
ately following their entrance in to the land of 
C anaan, is outstanding even am ong the great 
memorial feasts of the Old Testam ent. T he  m irac­
ulous crossing of Jo rdan  had thrilled and warmed 
with gratitude every Israelitish heart; the circum ­
cision of a generation born in the wilderness had 
brought the whole nation into a new covenant with 
God; and, for the first time, they were eating bread 
made from the corn of the land—old corn, it is 
true, bu t with promise of seedtime and harvest to 
follow. T he gratitude, consecration, and hope 
that we feel at a far greater Com m union flooded 
the national soul.

G reat occasions, however, often bring hum an 
reactions. As the people rested and rejoiced, Joshua 
was carrying the burden of cam paign and settle­
m ent that lay ahead. Probably he was physically 
weary with the oversight of the camp, and anxious 
as to w hether the enemy would attack.

At that m om ent of pressure and responsibility 
combined, Joshua was confronted by a m an with 
a sword drawn in his hand. His first thought was 
that this was either an ambassador suing for peace 
or an emissary bearing an ultim atum . Swiftly and 
boldly Joshua m ade his challenge: “Art thou for 
us, or for ou r adversaries?” As swiftly the reply 
was given: “Nay [neither as earthly ally nor arro­
gant messenger am I here]; bu t as captain of the 
host of the Lord am I now come.”

T here  is no doubt that the appearance of the 
man with the drawn sword was a theophany, an 
appearance of Christ in hum an form before His 
complete and perfect coming in to  hum an life at 
Bethlehem. Always such appearances to His Old 
Testam ent servants in time of need were perfectly 
timed, mercifully adapted, and gloriously sufficient 
for every circumstance and crisis.

Joshua needed both a plan  and  power, strategy 
and strength. H is C aptain would supply both! As 
Captain, H e would lead, and His resources— the 
hosts of the Lord—would guarantee victory. T here 
is no situation  in service, no sphere of responsi­
bility, and no task of leadership— be it as difficult 
as transform ing a nation  of nom ads in to  citizens 
of C anaan— in which H e is not able and willing to 
bear His servants through in trium ph if, and only 
if, they will hum bly say, “W hat saith my Lord unto  
his servant?” A nd then, hearing, will unquestion- 
ingly obey their C ap tain ’s orders.

G od’s first word is always one of
CONSECRATIONLoose thy shoe from off thy foot; for the place 

whereon thou standest is holy. H ere was the re­
m em brance of the bu rn ing  bush experience that 
transform ed Joshua’s great predecessor, the shep­
herd Moses, in to  a liberator and  lawgiver. Rem em ­
brance was followed by the realization th a t God 
was calling him  in the same way to a new and 
profound act of consecration.

I t was a different task, for Moses had  brought 
Israel out (of E g y p t); Joshua was to bring  them  in 
(to C an aan ). T im es had changed. Moses had 

wrestled w ith a pioneer generation of em ancipated 
slaves, whereas Joshua was confronted w ith a sec­
ond and th ird  generation. M ethods had altered 
too. Moses had led the redeem ed nation so that 
they should not see war, for which they were un­
fitted and undisciplined; Joshua was committed 
to conflict and conquest. T h e  draw n sword was 
following the shepherd’s crook. Economically, life 
was different. Moses had lived and served on wil­
derness rations; Joshua and  his people possessed 
the open-sesame to the abundance of Canaan.

So many things had changed, and the clock could 
not be pu t back; bu t G od’s com m and was unal­
tered. Joshua, as Moses before him, m ust get on­
to the holy ground of unswerving consecration. 
G od’s new th ing  for His work, the unfolding of 
the wide sweep of His marvelous purpose, must 
be preceded by a new th ing  in the worker. Every 
fresh advance in  His Church begins with abase-
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mcnl, and acknowledgment of Mis lordship and 
leading.

“A nd Joshua d id  so.” T he  m an who had been 
magnified by God in the sight of all Israel, so that 
they feared him  as they did Moses, all the days of 
his life, bared his feet and  bowed his heart before 
his divine C aptain . Holy ground is essential to 
God’s purposes for His own chosen ones. Only 
thus, when talents, achievements, and reputation  
are placed unreservedly at God's disposal, can the 
work of God move on to new dimensions and con­
tinual conquest.

God’s second word is always a requirem ent for
CO-OPERATIONHaving met His m an, God then gave His plan, 

a strange plan. An army fully arm ed and fighting 
fit, ready to go, was required  to m arch around 
Jericho for seven days, aw aiting the fall of a city 
they probably felt com petent to take. M ilitary 
strategy was to be supplanted  by thirteen proces­
sions, the central feature of which was the ark and 
its priestly attendants— the whole mysterious, seem­
ingly foolish parade, to be climaxed by the music 
of trumpets anil a un ited  cheer that would coincide 
with the controlled collapse of the city walls.

Could this “foolishness of G od” be wiser than 
the wisdom of men? U ndoubtedly! “ Jericho was 
straitly shut u p ” ; bu t also shut in with a paralyzing

fear that had drained away courage and under­
mined all hope of resistance. By the symbol of His 
presence, the ark; by the daily m arching display of 
confidence; by the alternating  effect of silence and 
trumpet blast— the last straw to stretched and torn 
nerves—God took the devil’s m aster weapon, fear, 
and turned it against him . W hen, on the seventh 
day, the walls fell down flat, so flat that every m an 
could go straight before him  in to  the city, there 
was no last-ditch stand in Jericho.

Not by the reverberations of a deafening shout, 
but by faith’s co-operation and obedience, by a 
miracle of timing, Jericho’s wall, with the excep­
tion of that portion upon which the house of 
Rahab stood, was leveled. God's clock is never 
slow, but its hands are always “ trust and obey.” 
There is, indeed, no o ther way of victorious co­
operation with God.

God’s final word is always a com m and to 
STEWARDSHIP 

Jericho as a city was accursed, doomed; the 
Amorites’ cup of in iquity  had been filling and

overflowing for four hundred years, un til God 
m ust make a new start in the land with a new 
people. B ut the “silver, and gold, and vessels of 
brass and iron” were to be “consecrated un to  the 
Lord,” to be brought “into the treasury of the 
L ord” (Joshua (i:19). T he  distinction creates a 
genuine perplexity. Why should God elect to 
finance the colonization of Canaan by His people 
with money from a heathen city? Surely this wealth 
was tain ted  at its source!

Money received from defiled and doubtful sourc­
es is polluted and prohibited, declares one school 
of Christian thinking. Better in our hands than 
the devil’s hands, answers another. T he  writer 
would neither initiate nor preside over ethical de­
bate, bu t draw this challenging conclusion from 
Joshua’s instructions concerning the m ineral wealth 
of Jericho: If heathen riches were to be conse­
crated (holiiiess) un to  the Lord, how much more 
does God need the sanctified tithes and offerings 
of His own people for the onward progress of His 
Church!

Consecration and co-operation m ust be sealed 
and shown by stewardship. And it is significant 
that ihe only shadow on the victory of Jericho was 
a failure in stewardship, the trespass of Achan. 
Silver and gold that should have been given to 
G od’s treasury were secretly and selfishly buried in 
Achan’s ten t—leading to his own burial under a 
cairn of stones. Failure in stewardship is a serious, 
solemn omission, for one’s self and family.

We are obligated to a stewardship of substance 
and to a stewardship of souls. Rahab, the harlot, 
prim itive in faith and lim ited in works, knowing 
only the scarlet cord of sparing mercy, revealing 
her faith by hiding the two spies (even ly ing!), 
was to be brought in to  the full fellowship of the 
camp of Israel; and there, records Holy W rit, “she 
dwelleth in Israel even un to  this day” (Joshua 
0:25).

In  every church there are, likewise, lim ited souls 
—weak in faith and lim ited in  life. Some would 
sincerely question the possession and profession of 
such. B ut they m ust be loved, labored with, il­
lum ined, and befriended, un til they too rise to 
full fellowship with those who are circumcised in 
heart and consecrated in life.

O ur C ap tain’s orders are clear. Holy ground is 
waiting. W ill you not say:

Take my life, and let it be 
Consecrated, Lord, to Thee.
Take my hands, and let them move 
A t the impulse of T hy  love.
Take my lips, and let them be 
Filled with messages for Thee.
Take my silver and my gold;
N o t a mite would I  withhold?

T H IS  SOUNDS like a poor gift. In  reality it is 
one of the greatest gifts that can come to us as 
we go in to the unknow n future. W e are happy 
if we have good memories, bu t blessed if we have 
bad memories for past injuries, insults, and h u rt­
ful happenings.

A m an coming down to the end of life said, 
“If I were to sum up my life in one word, it 
would be suffocation.” He had perm itted his 
life to be crowded by memories of happenings and 
forces that tended to destroy.

An old gentlem an used to pray, “Lord, give us 
the blessing of the saving grace of forgiveness.” 
“Forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors” 
(M atthew G: 12). T he grace and ability to forgive 
are prim e characteristics of a happy, creative per­
sonality.

A m other said, “I prayed to God and found in 
my heart the power to forgive a deep in jury.” W hat 
could be a greater blessing than the power to for­
give those who have willfully in ju red  you? We 
must forget our own blunders, as well as the in ­
juries of another. One has said, “T rea t yourself 
as well as you would have others treat you.”

Psychologists have found that in com forting 
those who are grief-stricken it is im portant to help 
them forgive themselves. God is loving and pa­
tient and merciful to us when we have erred. We 
must have bad memories and blot out the blunders 
and mistakes that have been made. “Forgive, and 
ye shall be forgiven” (Luke 6:37). W e cannot ask 
for ourselves what we are unw illing to grant to our 
fellow man.

T here are m inor hurts and irritations. T here 
are betrayals that often bring a feeling of resent­
m ent and the suggestion to return  h u rt for hurt. 
T he  saving grace of forgiveness keeps us from 
trying to get revenge.

T here are blows which come to all somewhere 
along the pathway of life. T here may be the u n ­
expected, staggering blow that has for its objective 
the destruction of its victim. Forgiveness is the 
power which restores balance, and shields the life 
from hatred and despair. T he  ability to forgive 
a wrong brings in to the life a sp iritual healing.
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It will not perm it resentm ent to rem ain in the 
heart.

T he Apostle Paul said, “Let all bitterness, and 
wrath, and anger, and clam our, and evil speaking, 
be pu t away from  you, with all malice: and  be 
ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving 
one another, even as God for C hrist’s sake hath  
forgiven you” (Ephesians 4:31-32). T h is is a 
power which can illum inate every day of life.

A lawyer once remarked that if lu: could change 
the m arriage vow, he would make it read, “Love, 
honor, and forgive.” Forgiveness has redem ptive 
power, and would save many a home from being 
wrecked if experienced and practiced in the heart 
life of each m em ber of the family.

1 o forgive often leads the person who has done 
an injury to see him self in  a new light. Forgiveness 
helps us to accept w hat has been done, take the 
right attitude, and go on from there to make the 
best out of what has happened.

A spirit of revenge brings destruction to the 
higher qualities of life. It eats at the very heart 
of the physical and spiritual being. H atred  causes 
one to become his own torm entor. You cannot love 
w ithout forgiving. And without love, life is not 
worth living!

W hen this has happened to "self,” then we are 
able to avoid the extremes of self-exaltation on the 
one hand and self-depreciation on the other. Then 
we can “th ink soberly, according as God hath  dealt 
to every m an the measure of fa ith” (Rom ans 12:3).

In  connection with the Oxford Convention years 
ago, Theodore M onod wrote some oft-quoted lines 
which he called “T he  A ltered M otto” :

So poised was she th a t 
it was rum ored around  th a t she was a 
ra th er untidy housekeeper. How could 
one keep house and be to church on 
time and look spick-and-span and cool 
and calm?

Mary was a single girl, as was her 
sister, M artha. Not th a t they were 
against m arriage or anything like that, 
but it appears most of their tim e was 
taken up caring for their brother. You 
rem em ber him? Lazarus. Sort of a 
sickly type fellow. He died once. T h en  
Jesus came. So la ter on he died again. 
But in the m eantim e he was known 
throughout the area as the fellow Jesus 
raised from the dead.

Both of the sisters got along well with 
Lazarus, bu t had their moments of m is­
understanding between themselves. T his 
was as natu ral as runn ing  w ater. For 
example, M artha was known around the 
town as Miss Get-It-Done, and I ’ll-Go-to- 
Church-W hen-the-Dishes-Are-Donc, and 
Miss Dustcloth. Fine girl she was, no 
doubt about it. Religious too. But not 
un til everything was neatly stacked 
away.

Strange th ing about these two girls 
and their b ro ther. In spite of the con­
dition  of I.azarus and the differences of 
the sisters, Jesus loved to stop at their 
home. One would think th a t such con­
fusion would reign th a t He w ould avoid 
them  as m uch as possible.

But no. T hey were His friends. And 
m ethinks I know why. In the trio, He 
saw all of us. T ake Mary, for instance. 
She w anted to let everything go and 
worship at the feet of Jesus. And do

not we? T ake M artha. She w anted to 
w orship also, b u t so m any things had 
to be done first. Ah, th a t speaks to me! 
And Lazarus. T h ere  is abou t all of us 
someone who needs our healing care.

D espair not, friend of m ine, for Jesus 
loved each of them! Q uiet Mary. Busy 
M artha. Sickly Lazarus.

S a n  J o s i :. C o s t a  R i c a  (MNS, A pril 16) 
—Protestant Christians here, in the m idst 
of a united evangelistic crusade, charge 
that their constitutional freedoms have 
been seriously violated as a result of 
intervention in governm ent by the 
Roman Catholic church.

Latest event in a growing controversy 
has been governm ent cancellation of a 
perm it granted in February for an 
evangelical parade to be held today in 
this capital city. Protestants say the 
Catholic church has adm itted in official 
published statem ents its m anipulation  
in revocation of the parade perm it.

As a result of the governm ent’s action, 
evangelicals on A pril 15 brought suit 
against the president and the m inister 
of government, charging illegal cancella­
tion of the parade.
N.A.E. A uthorizes Theological Study U nit

G r a n d  R a p i d s —T h e n ineteenth  annual 
convention of the N ational Association 
of Evangelicals has authorized estab­
lishm ent of a theological study com­
m ittee composed of leading evangelical 
scholars.

T h is action was taken by the N.A.F.. 
board of adm inistration after Ur. George 
L . Ford, executive director, had  called 
on evangelical schools to "release men 
of scholarship from heavy teaching loads 
a t least for a period of tim e so th a t 
they can convey to others the un d er­
standing they possess of the theological 
issues today.”

Earlier, Dr. Carl F. H. H enry, editor 
of Christianity Today, chided the N.A.E. 
for intellectual neglect and urged the 
group to sponsor scholarly studies in 
theology, evangelism, and social ethics. 
(EPS, G eneva).
C hurches Are Challenged  by 1960 Census FactsIn a nation where one person in five
changes his address every year, and 
where rural population  is declining 
while suburban growth has more than 
doubled, the churches have to revise 
their whole approach to their m inistries, 
th is , delegates to the "Conference on 

<lie 196(1 Census and the Churches” 
were told, involves m aking use of the 
cold facts revealed in the last national 
census.

Concrete needs, delegates agreed, are 
more church program ing for teen-agers 
and an expanded m inistry to those over 
sixty-live if people in each “exploding” 
age-group are to be reached. T h e  
"great reservoir of m anpow er” among 
m iddle-aged people should also be 
tapped in the service of the church, 
delegates were told.

I'm  not sure kneeling for 
prayer is of great advantage if any large 
proportion  of the people are not able 
to join.

I am not sure th a t there is any u n i­
versal practice in this regard.

She alm ost died at birth although she is doing w ell now , for w hich I am very grateful. M y friends and the pastor th ink I am w rong to m iss church 
services for th is reason. Who is right? Should I listen  to the doctor or to our pastor?

If your church attendance in the past 
has been as faithful as you say, I am 
sure your friends and pastor will be 
sym pathetic while you take care of the 
new life God has entrusted to you.

The B ib le says, ‘'Preach the w ord.” W hat do you sav?Ih c  first tiling I say is "A m en” to 
\o m  last suggestion. Of course, the Word 
docs speak of “signs in the sun, and in 
the moon, and in the stars; and upon 
the earth  distress of nations, w ith p e r­
plexity; . . . men's hearts failing them  
lor fear, and for looking after those 
things which are coming on the earth: 
for the powers of heaven shall be shak­
en.” But it goes righ t on to say, "A nd 
when these things begin to come to pass, 
then  look up, and lift up  your heads; 
for your redem ption draw eth n igh” 
(I.uke 21:25-28). I t would be a very 

great mistake to preach the first p art of

this and o ther sim ilar passages without 
clim axing with the glorious message of 
the last part.
